It is the policy of Malpeque Bay that:

environmentally sensitive sites will be identifi ed and protected    a) 
 during the development approval process;

the establishment of greenbelts along freshwater watercourses    b) 
 within the area will be encouraged;

Council will work towards a short-term target of 23% coverage    c) 
 for natural environment and trees (it was 20.6% in 2000);

visual and environmental screens of mixed tree and shrub     d) 
 species, are to be established where practical between     
 subdivisions and adjacent lands; and

community groups such as Kensington North Watersheds     e) 
 Association will be consulted regarding management of     
 environmentally sensitive areas and important fi sh and     
 wildlife habitat.

The objectives for commercial, industrial
and green development are:

to minimize the visual and environmental impacts of   a) 
 major developments;

to encourage a limited amount of major industrial    b) 
 development, especially agriculture-related industrial   
 development; and

to promote major green development initiatives such as, but not  c) 
 limited to solar and wind.

It is the policy of Malpeque Bay that:
major commercial and industrial development     a) 

 initiatives be located away from the coastal area, with the possible exception  
 of those related to the fi sheries industry;

major development projects shall be located only     b) 
 within the designated area, with the possible exception of those related to  
 the agriculture industry (note: see attached map of the proposed designated  
 area);

proposed major development projects must be of benefi t    c) 
 to the Community of Malpeque Bay; and

all major commercial, industrial, and green development    d) 
 project proposals shall be subject to public review.

The objectives for the Princetown Point – Stanley 
Bridge Special Planning Area established by the 
Province in 1993 are:

to have the Province rescind all regulations applicable only to  a) 
 this SPA;

until objective (a) is accomplished, to transfer management of  b) 
 the Malpeque Bay portion of the SPA from the Province to the  
 Municipality; and

to implement key recommendations (as detailed in Executive  c) 
 Council decision # EC268/93) associated with the SPA that seek  
 to better defi ne and enhance access to the shore.

The objectives for coastal management are:
to maintain and enhance traditional coastal landscapes to   a) 

 benefi t residents and the tourism industry by    
 minimizing visual and environmental impacts of coastal   
 area developments;

to recognize and support conservation objectives    b) 
 established for marine and coastal wetlands of the    
 Malpeque Bay Ramsar Site;

to ensure that there are suffi cient properly identifi ed   c) 
 public accesses to the shore to serve a variety of shore   
 uses;

to reduce any negative impacts of public shore access on   d) 
 coastal environmentally sensitive areas; and

to identify and preserve one or more priority coastal    e) 
 natural areas for the enjoyment of residents and visitors,   
 and ensure public access to them.

The objectives for coastal management are:

It is the policy of Malpeque Bay that:

visual and environmental impacts of coastal development   a) 
 will be minimized to the extent feasible;

public access roads to beaches will be enhanced where   b) 
 feasible with additional amenities, with preference given   
 to using Provincially owned land;

a signage system will be established indicating shore   c) 
 access from the main roads, and an information program   
 will inform the public of shore access locations and    
 facilities;

community groups such as Kensington North Watersheds   d) 
 Association will be consulted regarding the identifi cation   
 and management of coastal environmentally sensitive   
 areas; and

Council will work with government and non-government   e) 
 organizations towards maintaining and enhancing Cabot   
 Park as a priority coastal natural area, to be preserved in   
 perpetuity.

It is the policy of Malpeque Bay that:
Provincial regulations for the SPA will be respected and implemented for  a) 

 as long as they remain in force;
residents shall be consulted regarding the perceived need to revise,   b) 

 enhance or remove existing SPA regulations, to be followed by submission  
 of appropriate recommendations for change(s) to the Province and to the  
 Commission on Land and Local Governance; and

beach access points will be identifi ed, and additional amenities provided to  c) 
 the extent feasible, in order to promote and encourage use of those areas by  
 residents and visitors alike.



In September, 2007 the Municipality of Malpeque Bay applied for funding through the Canada-PEI Capacity Building Fund for “Preparation of 
an Offi cial Plan for the Municipality of Malpeque Bay”.  The application went on to confi rm that “A Draft Offi cial Plan will be prepared for public 
review before submitting a Proposed Offi cial Plan for approval pursuant to the Planning Act” and that “The project will be led, supervised and 
managed by a Planning Board established by the Municipality, assisted by a professional planning consultant…”

Council later appointed ourselves (Jeremy Stiles: Chair; James Carruthers; and Stephane Senechal) as the Malpeque Bay Planning Board, and Hal 
Mills was retained as the planning consultant.  Work began in April, 2008 with the objective of submitting a proposed plan for Council consideration 
by March, 2010.  From the outset the Planning Board stressed that the proposed plan would be developed through public consultation so as to 
become your plan rather than the Planning Board’s plan.  There have been 5 public meetings to date, and the next public meeting is scheduled for 
July 7th 2009 in Malpeque.  All information related to the planning process is posted to the Community’s website:  www.malpequebay.ca 

Recent efforts have focused on working with residents (both permanent residents and seasonal residents) regarding the draft vision, objectives 
and policies to guide eventual implementation of an approved Offi cial Plan.  An earlier version of the document was reviewed through public 
meetings and thoughtful feedback from residents, resulting in the revised version that appears in this publication and that has been posted to www.
malpequebay.ca  The vision, objectives and policy statements remain in draft form for further consideration and revision at the next public meeting, 
so please examine them carefully and provide us with your suggestions for changes or improvements.

We will host at least two public meetings over the summer period when both seasonal residents and permanent residents are present, and to establish 
procedures for keeping all interested residents involved thereafter.  Over the summer the focus of work will shift to actions required to implement an 
approved Offi cial Plan.  This is not easy work, and it may not be possible to reach consensus on all matters, but this Board will do its level best to 
submit a proposed plan that accurately represents the opinions of residents.

Based on what we know and what we have heard to date, we expect that the proposed Offi cial Plan will be implemented mostly through education, 
communications and cooperative actions rather than through bylaws.  We believe that much can be accomplished in working towards our shared 
vision, objectives and policies through education, communications and cooperative actions, and that bylaws should be utilized only if and when 
necessary.

In response to a motion raised during a recent Municipal meeting, and messages received at our last public meeting, the Planning Board is pleased to 
publish this mail-out to permanent residents and seasonal residents of Malpeque Bay in order to provide more detailed information to everyone.  All 
associated costs are paid using funds allocated to the Municipality for preparation of a proposed Offi cial Plan.
